Bjorkquist noted this event had only three retired members and their guests; the highest number ever in attendance for the Frolic. The practice of inviting retired members to events and speakers is a way to honor their past service with NASA. It was suggested that if interest increases to the point where active NASA members are disadvantaged, a cap on the number could be considered.
It was suggested that a request for feedback be sent to the guests of the 2017 Frolic.
