a. Greenland – March 2019
i. Joe Gadbois/Richard Heeton: L. Bjorkquist reported that the videos from both sessions have been posted to the website. G. Tkachuk noted that he received an email from one of our members who had concerns with products shown during the “Get Your Yard Ready for Spring” session. 
“I just took a look at the slides from the "Get Your Yard Ready for Spring" talk, and was quite appalled to see the line-up of chemical products it included. Considering the massive loss of pollinators and other insects caused largely by chemical use (see https://www.theguardian.com/environment/2019/feb/10/plummeting-insect-numbers-threaten-collapse-of-nature) and the huge impacts on ecosystems and food security this will raise, I question how appropriate these talks are for an educational institution – especially one that teaches courses in sustainability and health sciences. Why not bring in speakers that represent new, better thinking on land use, including backyard gardening – the thinking that is the inevitable way of the future? There are plenty of such speakers in Edmonton. In particular, instructors of permaculture would be excellent. If you could please pass this message on to whomever is planning the talks, I would greatly appreciate it.”
b. Other: C. Funk-Ross noted that the session planned for April will be rescheduled, and arrangements are being confirmed for the June session.
c. Speakers 2019-2020: It was suggested to book one speaker a month to present a themed session (ie. Fall gardening Tips/Respiratory – Sleep Apnea in September/October).
