b. Family Event (Debrief): G. Tkachuk reported that he received positive feedback on the movie day and noted that the sound in the Theatre was fantastic. It was agreed that the movie day be held again at the end of February 2020 and will be open to all NAIT staff.

c. ACIFA 2019: A couple of issues have come up regarding funding allocation and attendance. 
NASA received notice on Thursday, April 25 at 2:02 pm from one of the funded members stating that they would be unable to attend the conference on April 28-May 1, 2019. They also had not registered and NASA assumed they had not booked accommodations either. This causes two problems. The first is without a registration, there is no way to arrange for NASA to arrange for a substitution and second, the extremely short notice made it impossible for a waitlisted member to be contacted, for them to arrange accommodations, or NASA to arrange registration.
Recommendation

Provide specific instructions in the funding approval letter requiring:

a) that proof of registration and accommodation booking must be sent to NASA within fourteen (14) calendar days of funding approval notice; and

b) that the process for cancellation and substitution be clearly stated.
· NASA will require that a written notice of cancellation be sent in writing.

· NASA will stipulate that members may not cancel their registration or accommodations until arrangements have been confirmed for a waitlisted member to be substituted.

· NASA will also inform waitlisted applicants of the potential for last minute cancelations and ensure that they notify the office of their willingness to attend as a substitute or notify the office of their intent to withdraw from the list within ten (10) calendar days of the conference.
Second issue:  One of the funded members was unable to attend the NASA meeting on the Sunday due to the weather. They failed to connect with any of the office staff throughout the length of the conference, though they were not specifically instructed to do so in the meeting notification. In the past, those who provide notice that they are unable to attend the Sunday meeting, or speak to one of the office staff at the conference, are informed of the second option to attend the ACIFA AGM on the Tuesday morning. 
Solution:
Provide specific contact information in an email notice should members be unable to attend the special Sunday meeting.
ACTION:
NASA to contact the member who did not attend the Sunday special meeting and 1) notify them that upon receipt of their feedback form their expenses will be processed and 2) reference the committee policy bylaw 4.1g by encouraging them to volunteer for a NASA committee.

d. MSC Duties: G. Tkachuk asked committee members to inform NASA if they do not receive scheduling accommodations to attend the MSC meetings. One vacant position on the committee remains.
