We received one technology related complaint and there were a few who confused the zoom sign in password with the zoom event code. Members were very pleased with the contents of the dessert boxes.
b. Spring Drive-In Movie: May 15, 2021 – Southgate Mall (8/9:00 pm start): S. MacDonald noted that she has not yet heard back from NAITSA re: club assistance for the event. The movie provider requires a 50% deposit in order to hold the date, they do not issue refunds, but we can rebook an alternate date should the weather and/or pandemic require us to cancel the May 15 date.
The committee also discussed a back up plan should NAITSA not agree to assist with the event (ie. number of volunteers/job duties required) and the possibility of providing a snack box or food truck for the event.
